III. GENERAL TERMS 
CONVERSION PLAN
In accordance with the Organic Regulations to (write the name of the regulation for which the certification is seek) new members and members in their second to third year joining an Organic Program in a group must be under a Conversion Plan to guarantee that producers will carry out activities in accordance with the rule (s), during the conversion period, which becomes effective from the moment the ICS notifies their activity to the Control Body. PURPOSE

OBJECTIVE
Establish supervision and control mechanisms so that during the Transition/Conversion period all the requirements of the regulations can be met in order to establish a sustainable management system for agriculture that respects nature´s systems and cycles and sustains and enhances the health of soil, water, plants and animals.
COMMITMENT
We undertake to convert non-organic production within a maximum period of five years, for which this Conversion Plan is submitted to the Control Body (OCIA International) for its review and approval.

V. 
CONTROL MEASURES
5.1 In order to guarantee the permanent separation of the production coming from the in-conversion producers within a given period during which the provisions concerning the organic production have been applied. Producers in this conversion plan will be within a given period during a staggered conversion to be completed within a maximum period of five years or in the case of perennial crops at least three years before the first harvest of organic products.  The following rules shall apply to production units on which organic production is started:
(a) the conversion period shall start at the earliest when the operator has notified his activity to OCIA. 

(b) during the conversion period all rules established by the pertinent Standards shall apply. 

(c) conversion periods specific to the type of crop production shall be defined according to the specific standards in each normative that applies. 
(d) on a holding or unit partly under organic production and partly in conversion to organic production, the operator shall keep the organically produced and in-conversion products separate, and the animals separate or readily separable and keep adequate records to show the separation. 

(e) to determine the conversion period referred to above, a period immediately preceding the date of the start of the conversion period may be considered, in so far as certain conditions concur. 

(f) This conversion plan must be approved by OCIA annually.

5.3 By signing this conversion plan, the undersigned or the legal representative of the GROUP:

(a) Comply with the measures that ensure the segregation of parallel and / or divided production and guarantee the organic integrity of the crop requested to certification.
(b) Notify OCIA International of the harvest in this conversion plan at least 48 hours in advance.
(c) Report the exact amount harvested.
(d) Send this conversion plan annually for review and approval by OCIA International.
